What to Take

We suggest that you pack as lightly as possible as you are expected to carry your own luggage. Our trips in
South Korea use some public transport and most will have limited luggage storage space.

You will also be walking with your luggage in busy public train stations to catch connecting trains, so it is highly
recommended that you travel light and have easy to handle luggage and capable of walking up and down the
stairs with your luggage without any assistance. A large bag will be an inconvenience to you and will slow you
down.

We recommend keeping the weight of your bags between 10-15kg/22-30Ilb. Suitcases are not recommended

for Travel There Co trips. Most travellers carry a backpack or rolling bag of small to medium size. You will also
need a day-pack/rucksack to carry daily essentials like water, cameras, passport, i-pods etc.

Money Exchange

As currency exchange rates in Asia fluctuate often we ask that you refer to the following website for daily
exchange rates: www.xe.com.

ATMs are available in most places and typically accept Visa, Mastercard and Debit Card. However, it's likely
that not all machines will be available or will work with your card. It's best to come with USD cash as well to be
able to exchange money when necessary. A variety of payment options is recommended.

Credit Cards should not be relied upon for purchases as they are not widely accepted, except in some
restaurants and department stores.



Emergency Fund

Please also make sure you have access to at least an additional USD $200 (or equivalent) as an 'emergency"'
fund, to be used when circumstances outside our control (ex. a natural disaster) require a change to our
planned route.

Safety and Security

Many national governments provide a regularly updated advice service on safety issues involved with
international travel.

During your trip you will have some free time to pursue your own
interests, relax and take it easy and explore at your leisure. While your CEO will assist you with options
available in a given location, please note that any optional activities you undertake are not part of your itinerary,
and we offer no representations about the safety of the activity or the standard of the operators running them.
Please use your own good judgement when selecting an activity in your free time. Although the cities visited on



tour are generally safe during the day, there can be risks to wandering throughout any major city at night. It is
our recommendation to stay in small groups and to take taxis to and from restaurants, or during night time
excursions.

A Word of Warning

Travel Insurance

Travel insurance is compulsory in order to participate on any of our trips. When travelling on a group trip, you
will not be permitted to join the group until evidence of travel insurance has been sighted by your leader, who
will take note of your insurance details. When selecting a travel insurance policy we require that at a minimum
you are covered for medical expenses including emergency evacuation and repatriation. A minimum coverage
of USD200,000 is required. Travel There Co can provide you with the appropriate coverage. We strongly
recommend that the policy also covers personal liability, cancellation, curtailment and loss of luggage and
personal effects. Some tours include adventure activities that require extra coverage (e.g. crampon use);
please review your itinerary and make sure that you are covered for all included activities. If you have credit
card insurance we require proof of purchase of the trip (a receipt of credit card statement) with a credit card in
your name. Contact your bank for details of their participating insurer, the level of coverage and emergency
contact telephone number.

Local Dress

In Asia the dress standard is more conservative than it is back home. When packing try to pick loose,
lightweight, long clothing that will keep you cool in the usually hot and humid climate of Asian summers. In
predominately Buddhist countries we ask that you dress respectfully and avoid very short shorts/skirts and
singlets/tanktops when visiting temples or other holy sites.
