Soft-sided
luggage is strongly recommended. You will also need to be able to lift your luggage on and off the boat.

Spending Money

Every traveller is different and therefore spending money requirements will vary. Some travellers may drink
more than others while other travellers like to purchase more souvenirs than most. Please consider your own
spending habits when it comes to allowing for drinks, shopping and tipping. Please also remember the following
specific recommendations when planning your trip.

Money Exchange

There are no ATMs outside of Malé. Travellers should ensure they bring sufficient funds. US dollars are the
best foreign currency and can be exchanged at resorts and banks. Most restaurants and shops will accept
USDS$ for payment and provide change in local currency.

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Emergency Fund

Please also make sure you have access to at least an additional USD $200 (or equivalent) as an 'emergency’
fund, to be used when circumstances outside our control (ex. a natural disaster) require a change to our
planned route. This is a rare occurrence!

Departure Tax

All departure taxes should be included in your international flight ticket.

Tipping

It is customary in Asia to tip service providers such as waiters, at approximately 10%, depending on the
service. Tipping is expected - though not compulsory - and shows an expression of satisfaction with the people
who have assisted you on your tour. Although it may not be customary to you, it is of considerable significance
to the people who will take care of you during your travels.

At the end of your tour, if you felt your Travel There Co CEO and crew did an outstanding job, tipping is

appreciated. The amount is entirely a personal preference; however, a guideline of USD10-15 per CEO/crew
member, per week is recommended (or USD50-75 total).

Travel Insurance

Travel insurance is compulsory in order to participate on any of our trips. When travelling on a group trip, you
will not be permitted to join the group until evidence of travel insurance has been sighted by your leader, who
will take note of your insurance details. When selecting a travel insurance policy we require that at a minimum
you are covered for medical expenses including emergency evacuation and repatriation. A minimum coverage
of USD200,000 is required. Travel There Co can provide you with the appropriate coverage. We strongly
recommend that the policy also covers persong acellation, curtailment and loss of luggage and
personal effects.

Local Dress

When packing be aware that dress standards e throughout Asia. To respect this and for your
own comfort, we strongly recommend modest clothing.

Loose, lightweight, long clothing is both respectful and cool in the
predominantly hot Asian climate. On land, shorts should be knee-length. Singlets and tank tops are not
acceptable. One-piece bathing suits are recommended, and bikinis and topless sunbathing are unacceptable.
